Mulberry Grove held its VBS June 28 – July 2.  41 were enrolled including 23 children and 18 workers.  The average daily attendance was 40.  Debbie Goin was the Director.  The children enjoyed learning through the medium of LifeWay’s Journey Off the Map.  $184 was collected for an individual in need.  
Tar Wallet held its VBS July 27 – 31.  They had 27 children, 14 adults and 10 teenagers in attendance.  The theme was “Journey Off the Map”.  The children donated $266 in coins which was given to the local missionaries who serve in Southeast Asia.  
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Planned Operation InAsMuch Events
First Baptist Dillwyn will observe OIAM on two consecutive Saturdays.  On September 26, they will hold a Prayer Walk throughout Dillwyn, write letters to military personnel, college students and others, give out quarters at the laundromat, do some grass cutting and yard work, and deliver wood to homes in the area.  On Saturday, October 3, FBC will prepare and serve a free meal, distribute free clothes, and conduct free medical screenings.

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CHURCH OUTREACH>>>

Antioch (Scottsville) reports that the Seven Project was scheduled at the Fluvanna Middle School on September 28.  It was a series of assemblies to talk with students about making wise choices.  Some topics were drug use and suicide.  On Friday evening, the Gospel message was to be presented.  One of the speakers was Rev. David Vogt.  Some students would receive door prizes and gift cards.  Several churches joined with Antioch on this project.  (75 attended the training session to prepare for the event.)  AWANA leaders met August 24 to organize for the coming year.  Regular meetings for children will begin in September. Their Five Loaves & Two Fish ministry held its meal on August 22.  64 food boxes were distributed and 174 individuals from 77 households were served.  Members are collecting hygiene items, cards, stamps, stationery, and envelopes for the Christmas gift ministry at the Fluvanna Correctional Center for Women in Troy, VA.  Geri Jensen is in charge of this project.  

Groups from Enon went out into the community on August 8 to spread cheer and invite folks to their Homecoming and Revival.  They met at the church and baked cookies, then went out to visit.  They handed out brochures about their upcoming events and gave the cookies to the folks they visited.
About 10-12 people participated.  The house was packed at Homecoming and everyone enjoyed good worship, food, and fellowship.  Revival services were well-attended with lots of visitors coming to hear Rev. Roger Roller’s challenging messages and the special music each evening.  

Jones Chapel’s Ruth McCollom and Cassie Tomlin are busy again, packing food for the Backpack Ministry at Cumberland Schools.  Food for the backpacks is donated by church members and the VBS offering also supported this ministry.

Guidelines for Magazines & Literature

Donated for the Prison Ministries
Many of you have been bringing in extra Sunday School literature and a variety of Christian literature as well as secular magazines for distribution through two Prison Ministries.  It would be very helpful if you would follow these guidelines when donating your personal or church literature:

· Always remove your mailing label from the magazines.

· Remove subscription cards, inserts or postcards (for ordering merchandise) that may be in the magazines.

· Separate secular magazines and books from Christian/Inspirational materials.

· No hardback books can be accepted.

· Do not send catalogs or outdated calendars.
· If you have teachers’ editions that go with Sunday School books, it would be helpful to put them together.

· It is best if you put your magazines/books/literature in plastic grocery bags, tied with a bow or slip knot, or in SMALL boxes.   (It is very helpful if the materials are not donated in large boxes that are heavy to transfer.) 

Thank you for your continued support of the prison ministries and for following the guidelines when donating materials.  Through your efforts we are able to supply reading material to thousands of inmates each year.
